Medical Volunteers, Coastguard and RNLI (the latter 2 unless called out)
will all be in attendance on the day for your safety, however if you have, or you see, an issue,
medical or otherwise, that may affect yours or someone else’s safety then please raise the
alarm immediately. = COVID-19 SAFE MEASURES...
