It is NOT advisable, or encouraged by the event organisers, for 

you to run into the sea, the event clearly states “Walk into the Sea”, to prevent any trips/falls 

that may result in injury to you or others. Entry and Exit to/from the beach is via the indicated 

area only. Medical Volunteers, Coastguard and RNLI (the latter 2 unless called out) will all be in 

attendance on the day for your safety, however if you have, or you see, an issue, medical or 

otherwise, that may affect yours or someone else’s safety then please raise the alarm immedi-

ately.
